Quality and certified photocopies of the diplomas must be provided with a translation in English or French. 

5. Mark sheets 

Quality and certified photocopies of your mark sheets should be present with a translation in English or French. 

6. Letter(s) of recommendation (Form 2)
The letters of recommendation might to be send directly to the admission office by the referee (and NOT the applicant) by email or in a sealed envelop by regular mail. Please note that your application will not be take into consideration without at least 1 letter of recommendation from your Educational training Director, assessing your ability to follow a Master programme in a field that requires competencies in biology, chemistry, physics, mathematics and informatics. 
Applicants are free to submit any other document that they consider useful for the evaluation, such as certificates of attendance to workshops, conferences, English courses, etc.
